Advent experience.

What a lovely book!I suspect that many people might presume that this book is geared toward

families, since the Chronicles of Narnia are children's books. While there are wonderful, kid-friendly

suggestions for a "Narnia night", it's really more for adults. I think the perfect way for families to use

it would be to spend the weeks of Advent reading the Lion, the Witch, and the Wardrobe aloud to

children, and then by reading these beautiful, rich reflections with the older youth and adults of the

household. (There is one devotion that acknowledges the "truth" about Santa.) That being said, our

elementary-school aged daughter still enjoyed reading and discussing the devotions each night as

we lit our Advent candles.A wonderful gift for Christians who yearn for spiritual sustenance during

the weeks of Advent, especially those who are fans of the Chronicles of Narnia.

Advent in Narnia is a delightful and meaningful journey into the season when we await the birth of

Jesus. Using The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe as a guide allows the reader insights into the

importance of Advent: waiting for an event that is difficult for us humans to comprehend, anticipating

a miraculous birth, hoping that this event will meet all of our expectations.

Heads up if you're leading a group discussion on this book for the 4 weeks in Advent. Sessions 3

and 4 of the "Sessions for Small Group Discussions" are switched. Session 3 discusses chapter 10

of the C.S. Lewis book while session 4 discusses chapter 7. This won't line up with the daily

devotionals that participants will have read for each of those two weeks.
