Every one of the women featured in "How They Decorated" is now deceased, and
so some photographs of their residences may well be familiar to devotees of shelter magazines. No
matter: the beauty of the photographs and the excellence of their captions makes this a most
visually stunning and captivating book.The 16 women featured in the book are drawn from the
worlds of interior decor, fashion design, visual arts, diplomacy, aristocracy, and considerable wealth.
Hailing from the two sides of the Atlantic, they include Lady Diana Cooper, Evangeline Bruce,
Louise de Vilmorin, Helene Rochas, Gabrielle van Zuylen, Mona von Bismarck, Pauline de
Rothschild, Babe Paley, Elsa Sciaparelli, Fleur Cowles, Pauline Trigere, Bunny Mellon, Dominque
de Menil, Georgia O’Keefe, and Lesley Blanch.
