In the hotel section, the least expensive listed
was 65 euros WITHOUT a bath, 100 with. | went online and found many hotel rooms less than 100
euros---with a bath. They probably have a great deal more ambiance as well.All the restaurants
listed were reservations required or reservations recommened--not the kind of place where one can
have the food the locals eat.It also almost completely overlooked Mecklenburg, but a lot of books do
that.All in all, this is a book for the high roller. If you like to travel and live, as much as possible, like
the locals--it isn’t for you.My first travel book was Arthur Frommer’s "Europe on Five Dollars a Day".

Much of the information is very detailed and helpful; the transportation information in particular
appears to be extremely specific and useful. However, | looked up hotel suggestions from the book

online and found the labels such as "inexpensive" to be wildly inaccurate.
